this letter, the approval becomes invalid and the applicant Society/TrusVlnstitution shall make fresh application to

AICTE for grant of approval as per the norms prevailing at that time'

Atl Institutions shall fulfill the following general conditions:

1. The management shall provide adequate funds for development of land and for providing related

infrastructural, instructional and other facilities as per.norms and standards laid down by the Council from

time to time and for meeting recurring expendilure. I

2. The admission shall be made only after adequate' infrastructure and all other facilities, including ine

availability / recruitment of the required faculty are provided as per norms and guidelines of the AICTE.

3. Thc admissions shall be made in accordance with the regulations notified by the Council from time to time.

4. The curriculum of the course, the procedure for evaluation I assessment of students shall be in accordance

with the norms prescribed by the AICTE and concerned affiliating university whereever applicable.

No excess admission shall be made by the lnstitution over and above the approved intake under any
circumstances. In case any excess admission is reported to the Council, appropriate action as per the
notified regulations shall be initiated against the Institution.

The institutions shall not have any collaborative arrangements with any lndian and / or Foreign Universities
for conduct of technical courses other than those approved by AICTE without obtaining prior approval from
AICTE. ln case any_violation is reported to the Council, appropriate aclion as per the notified regulations
shall be initiated against the Institution.

The lnstitution shall not conduct any course(s) in the field of technical education in the same premises /
campus and / or in the name of the Institution without prior permission / approval of AICTE. lf bund so,
appropriate action as per the notified regulations shall be initiated against the lnstitution.

The institution shall not conduct any non-technical course (s) in the same premises / campus under any
circumstances. ln case any violation is reported to the Council, appropriate acticn as per the notified
regulations shall be initiated against the lnstitution.

The institution shall operate only from the approved location, and that the institution shall not open any off
campus stuCy centers / extension centers directly or in collaboration with any other institution / university /
organization for the purpose of imparting technical education without obtaining prior approval from the
AICTE. lf found so, appropriate action as per the notified regulations shall be initiated against the Institulion.

The tuition and other fees shall be charged as prescribed by the Competent Authority within the overall
criteria prescribed by the Council from time to time. No capitation fee shall be charged from the students /
guardians of students in any, form. lf found so, appropriate action as per the notified regulations shall be
initiated against the Institution.

The accounts of the lnstitution shall be audited annually by a certified Chartered Accountant and shall be
open for inspection by the Council or any body or persons authorized by it.

The Director / Principal and the teaching and other staff shall be appointed in given time frame and selection
shall be done according lo procedures, qualifications and experience prescribed by the Council from time to
time and pay scales are as per the norms prescribed by the Council from time to time.

The technical institution shall publish an information booklet before commencement of the academic year
giving detraits regarding the institution and courses / programs being conducted and details of infrastrustural
facilities including faculty etc. in the form of mandatory disclosure. The information booklet may be made
available to the stakeholders of the technical education. The mandatory disclosure information,as per

directions in the AICTE website / Approval Process Handbook, shall be put on the lnstitution Website. The

information shall be revised every year with updated information about all aspects of the institution.

ll si,all be mandatory for the technical institution to maintain a Website providing the prescribed information.
The Website information nrust be continuously updated as and when changes take place.

lf a technical Institution fails to disclose the informallon or supprose and / 9r misrepresent the informatign,
appropriate actiorr as per the notified regulations shall be initiated against the lnstitution.

The entire fee collected from the student, after a

deduction ofthe processing fee of not more than Rs. 1000/- (Rupees one thousand only) shall be refunded

and returned by the Institution / University to the student / candidate withdrawing from the prograln' lt would

not be permissible for Institutions and Universities to retain the School / lnstitution Leaving Certificates in
' original to force retention of admitted students.

21. The lnstitute shall take appropriate measures for prevention of ragging in any form, in the light of AICTE

regulation "prevention and Prohibition of Ragging in Technical lnstitutions, Universities including Deemed to

Universities imparting technical education' Regulation 2009 (F.No' 37-3/Legal/AICTE/2009 dated

AilOltZOOg). Incase of failure to prevent the instances of ragging by the Institutions, the Council shall take

appropriate action as per the notified regulations.

The Management of the lnstitute shall strictly follow further cottditions as meiy be spocified by the Couttcil from

time to time. The Council may withdraw the approval, in case it observe any violation of the above conditions and

/ or non adherence to the norms and standards prescribed by the Council, mis-representation of facts and

submitting factually in correct information to it.
